To participate, the wedding services firm requests that engaged and newly married couples contribute a single origami crane in a gesture of peace, love 
and hope, inscribed with their names, wedding date and location. Couples may either fold their own crane, or request one to be mailed to them for 
signing.

The one-day event on January 30, 2010 is focussed on the modern couple who are seeking eco-friendly, edgy and alternative ways to celebrate their 
weddings in style; this makes it the ideal location to connect with people looking to participate and create a delightful experience, which is exactly how 
participants have described The Project. Already, a local Chicago florist and wedding coordinators, Dilly Lily, have secured over 100 signed cranes in 
anticipation of the event.
